Town Manager’s Report

The Manager stated that he has received a price of $25,000 for a contract for ambulance service from Northeast Mobile Health Services. This would be the full cost of the contract for one year and Northeast would not charge for uncollectible bills. In neighboring communities, the cost of ambulance service has risen dramatically and the communities usually pay for bills that are uncollectible also. In Bowdoin, their town meeting just approved approximately $45,000 for ambulance service and Dresden has been paying a smaller amount, but then approximately $40,000 for uncollectible amounts. 
The Manager stated that the Town has been approved for an intern for the summer through the Margaret Chase Smith Policy Center. 
The Manager stated that the Town is working on the ConnectME Authority Planning Grant application with LCI and the Town of Dresden. 
The Manager stated that he expects to hire an administrative assistant soon after completing interviews.

Vice-chair Cluchey stated that he would like the EMA Director to meet with the Board about what his responsibilities are, similar to the workshop that the Board had previously about code enforcement. He believes the workshop would help the Board better understand emergency management.
