Town Clerk and Registrar of Voters’ May Activity Report
On motion of Walling/Engler, the Board voted 3 – 0 to approve the Consent Calendar as presented.

Action Items
A. Act on Agreement for Services with Coastal Humane Society
The Manager stated that this is the annual contract that allows our animal control officer as well as residents use Coastal Humane Society for stray animals. The Town is required by statute to contract with an animal shelter. The cost is included in the FY18 budget. 

On motion of Engler/Walling, the Board voted 3 – 0 to approve the Agreement for Services with Coastal Humane Society as presented.
B. Act on Transfers to Reserve Accounts
The Manager stated that before the end of the fiscal year, the Board can transfer funds from the municipal operating budget to reserve, or assigned, funds. He recommended four transfers including $500 from the Comprehensive Plan line of the Planning and Codes budget to the Comprehensive Plan Reserve, $1,400 from Community Development, Programs line to the Committee on Aging Reserve, $2,500 from the Town Hall/Office Maintenance/Repair line of the Town Maintenance budget to the Town Hall/Office Reserve and $1,000 from the Waterfront Maintenance line of the Town Maintenance budget to the Waterfront Reserve.
On motion of Walling/Engler, the Board voted 3 – 0 to transfer $500 from the Planning and Codes Budget to the Comprehensive Plan Reserve, $1,400 from the Planning and Codes Budget to the Committee on Aging Reserve, $2,500 from the Town Maintenance Budget to the Town Hall/Office Reserve and $1,000 from the Town Maintenance Budget to the Waterfront Reserve.
C. Act on Confirmation of Town Manager’s Appointments for Fiscal Year 2018

The Manager stated that he has made appointments to offices and departments pursuant to 30-A M.R.S. §2636. The Board is asked to confirm those appointments. He stated that there are no changes in the appointments except for Health Officer, as the current Health Officer is moving out of town.
On motion of Engler/Walling, the Board voted 3 – 0 to confirm the Town Manager’s appointments for fiscal year 2018 as presented.
