Town Clerk & Registrar of Voters’ June Activity Report
On motion of Turgeon/Engler, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve the Consent Calendar as presented.

Action Items
A. Act on Ballot for MMA Annual Election of Vice-President and Executive Committee
The Manager stated that each year, Maine Municipal Association’s nominating committee recommends candidates for vice-president and executive committee. The process also included a petition process should any member municipality wish to nominate different individuals for the positions. He recommended the Board approve the slate of candidates as nominated.  

On motion of Engler/Cluchey, the Board voted 5 – 0 to cast the Town’s ballot for the nominated candidates for MMA Vice-President and Executive Committee.

B. Act on Sagadahoc County Assessors Return for FY2017
The Manager stated that this is the assessors return for the county tax commitment that must be approved by the Board each year in order for taxes to be committed and collected for the county tax.  

On motion of Walling/Cluchey, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve the Sagadahoc County Assessors Return as presented.
C. Act on Local Road Assistance Program Certification
The Manager stated that each year the Town receives a small amount of revenue from the State to assist with capital improvements to local Town roads. In order to receive this payment, the Board must certify that the funds are spent on local roads. The Town spends far more than the $35,628 received from the state on capital improvements to Town roads.

On motion of Cluchey/Turgeon, the Board voted 5 – 0 to certify that the Local Road Assistance Program funding will be used for capital improvements on Town roads.

Town Manager’s Report

The Manager stated that the contractor is essentially done with the skate park. There are some minor “punch list” items that need to be done. Doug Tourtelotte spent a day with an excavator and landscaped around with fill. The fence, path, landscaping and sign will be done within the next several weeks. Board member Turgeon stated that the park seems to be busy all the time with users. The Manager stated that the official grand opening will be on September 8th at 3:30 p.m., which is the Friday before Celebrate Bowdoinham. It will be at 3:30 so that the school-aged children can be present if they wish. He and Nicole Briand are working on the schedule of events for the grand opening. 

The Manager reminded the Board that he needs nominations for citizen of the year. He handed out a list of previous years’ recipients and a nomination from a citizen. He stated that he needs to have the plaque ordered by September 1st, so Board members should send him nominations so the Board can make a decision by September 1st.


The Manager stated that a workshop with the Select Board, Building Design Committee and Pine Tree Engineering to review the preliminary building design and site layout will be held on August 2nd at 5:00 p.m.


The Manager stated that Patricia Oh submitted her resignation as Coordinator of Older Adult Services effective July 31st.  The current plan is that her duties consisting of five hours per week will be divided among current staff including him, the Recreation Director, Planning 7 Development Director and Activities Assistant.

The Manager reminded the Board that he will be at the Maine Town, City, County Management Association Institute August 8th – 11th.
