On motion of Turgeon/Tourtelotte, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve the Consent Calendar as presented.

A.
 Act on Appointment of Mark Favreau and Edward Freidman to the Board of Appeals
The Manager stated that the terms of current Board of Appeals’ members Mark Favreau and Ed Freidman expired on June 30th. Both are willing to serve again. The terms for the Board of Appeals are five years.
On motion of Lewis/Walling, the Board voted 5 – 0 to appoint Mark Favreau and Edward Freidman to the Board of Appeals for terms ending June 30, 2021.


B.
Act on Ballot for MMA Annual Election of Vice-President and Executive Committee

The Manager stated that each year, MMA’s nominating committee recommends candidates for vice-president and executive committee. The process also included a petition process should any member municipality wish to nominate different individuals for the positions. He recommended the slate of candidates as nominated and personally knows three of the candidates.  

On motion of Tourtelotte/Lewis, the Board voted 5 – 0 to cast the Town’s ballot for the nominated candidates for MMA Vice-President and Executive Committee.

Act on Lease Agreement for Recycling Barn
The Manager stated that the lease between the Town and David Berry for the Recycling Barn building and property expired June 30th. The proposed lease is for one year at the same monthly rate.  

On motion of Lewis/Walling, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve the Lease between the Town and Sagadahoc Recycling Company as presented.

Discussion Items
A. Possible Tree Clearing at Coombs Building
The Manager stated that Scott Gallant has asked if he could clear some trees behind the Coombs Building that are in danger of falling towards his and Kathy Gallant’s property. His plan is to cut the trees and then Kathy and Sarah Stapler would create a flower garden area where the trees would be removed. There would be no cost to the Town for this project. 

There are several trees that are dead or dying behind the Town Office that do need to be removed at some point. There is ledge that is causing the trees to die and the roots cannot be very deep because of the ledge. If the Board wishes to pursue this, I would ensure that an agreement for this work is in writing to protect the Town. 

Chair Cunningham asked that the Manager ensure that Mr. Gallant has insurance to cover any potential damage with the tree cutting.

By consensus, the Board agreed to have Mr. Gallant cut the trees behind the Coombs Building.

On motion of Cunningham/Tourtelotte, the Board voted 5 – 0 to proclaim July 30, 2016 as Steven A. Dyer Day.
