September Financial Report
On motion of Engler/Cluchey, the Board voted 4 – 0 to approve the Consent Calendar as presented.

Action Items
A. Act on 2017 Municipal Valuation Return
The Manager stated that the Municipal Valuation Return includes all of the calculations and data as to how the Town has reached its overall valuation for Fiscal Year 2018 as of April 1, 2017 and calculated the tax rate. This is due to Maine Revenue Services November 1st.

Board member Engler asked why, on page two, under “transmission lines and distribution lines”, there is nothing listed. The Manager replied that he is unsure, but knows that some of the value of the electrical transmission lines is included in the TIF section of the form, and the remainder is in another section.

On motion of Walling/Engler, the Board voted 4 – 0 to approve the 2017 Municipal Valuation Return as presented.
B. Act on Confirmation of Warden Appointment for November 7, 2017 Election
The Manager stated that the Town Clerk, with the Board’s confirmation, appoints the election warden for the election on November 7th. Nora Bishop is recommended by the clerk.

On motion of Engler/Cluchey, the Board voted 4 – 0 to confirm the Appointment of Nora Bishop as Warden for the November 7, 2017 election.
C. Act on Appointment of Ballot Clerks for November 7, 2017 Election
The clerk recommends that Leslie Barker, Elaine Diaz, Marlene Hensley, Emilie Newell and Linda Williams be appointed to serve as ballot clerks.  

On motion of Cluchey/Walling, the Board voted 4 – 0 to appoint Leslie Barker, Elaine Diaz, Marlene Hensley, Emile Newell, and Linda Williams as Ballot Clerks for the November 7, 2017 election.
D. Act on Appointment of Rachelle Tome to the Advisory Committee on Aging

The Manager stated that Rachelle tome a new committee member and she has been to several committee meetings and has volunteered for some of the ACOA sponsored events. 

On motion of Cluchey/Engler, the Board voted 4 – 0 to appoint Rachelle Tome to the Advisory Committee on Aging for a term ending June 30, 2020.

E. Act on Age-Friendly Action Plan
The Manager stated that this plan was developed by the ACOA and has been approved by the AARP and the World Health Organization. ACOA and staff have been implementing portions of this plan currently. Any changes to the plan would require re-submittal to both AARP and WHO for their approval. The plan essentially lays out the programs and services that of the age-friendly initiative for the next three years.

Board member Engler made some corrections in wording on page 12 for the next version of the document.
On motion of Walling/Cluchey, the Board voted 4 – 0 to approve the Town of Bowdoinham Age-Friendly Action Plan as presented.

Town Manager’s Report

The Manager stated that one of the projects in the newly approved Age-Friendly Action Plan is the sand bucket brigade. This is a new program that will start for this winter. For those residents that cannot get their own sand from the Town’s courtesy sand pile, the Fire Department will deliver 5-gallon buckets of sand to be used by residents on their walkways or driveways. Residents should contact Missy at the Town Office to have their name added to the list, and once they have received a bucket, they should contact the Fire Department to have it refilled. The Manager stated that Bowdoinham Hardware partnered with the Town to provide the buckets and lids.

The Manager stated that the Bowdoinham Historical Society will be purchasing the Merrymeeting Grange building. Members of the historical society asked the Advisory Committee on Aging to consider using the building for office space and program space and for the Town to contribute $500 per month for rent. The Manager advised the committee of the budget process. The committee is expected to discuss it at their next meeting.

The Manager stated that the speed limit for Dingley Road is 35 m.p.h. and a sign will be posted. 
The Manager stated that Wildes Road has been paved and Lower Main Street will be paved in the coming weeks.
