On motion of Cunningham/Turgeon, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve the Consent Calendar as presented.

Action Items


A.
Act on Holiday Festival Budget and Schedule of Events


Director of Planning & Development Nicole Briand stated that the Holiday Festival is in its fifth year and will be on December 3rd and 4th. It is essentially other organizations holding events with the Town facilitating the programs and advertising the schedule of events. The Town does provide horse-drawn wagon rides around the village to different venues. The Town is also supplying the movie for Friday night, which will be shown at the Community School this year.

Board member Turgeon asked what the budget was. Briand stated that the budget is $2,100 and is funded from the Pipeline TIF account.


On motion of Cunningham/Tourtelotte, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve the Holiday Festival Budget and Schedule of Events as presented.
B. Act on Tax Supplemental #3 in the amount of $19.86 for Consolidated Accounts, H.N.S.

The Manager stated that this supplemental is for Hughes Net equipment located in Town that was not originally assessed. The assessed value is $1,200 making the tax $19.86.
On motion of Walling/Tourtelotte, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve Tax Supplemental #3 in the amount of $19.86 for Consolidated Account, H.N.S.

C.
Act on Tax Supplemental #4 in the amount of $756.12 for Mark Kopyc


The Manager stated that this supplemental is for a lot that was created by splitting off 5.81 acres from land owned by Robert Cote on White Road. This lot is assessed at $45,687.


Board member Cunningham asked if the larger lot was taxed. The Manager stated that it 
was taxed as if this lot and the lot represented in the next tax supplemental on the agenda 
were not split off. There will be an abatement on a future agenda to correct that.


On motion of Cunningham/Tourtelotte, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve Tax 
Supplemental #4 in the amount of $756.12 for Mark Kopyc.

D.
Act on Tax Supplemental #5 in the amount of $754.75 for Georgianna Cote


The Manager stated that this supplemental is for another lot that was created by splitting off 7.63 acres from land owned by Robert Cote on White Road. This lot is assessed at $45,604.


On motion of Cunningham/Tourtelotte, the Board voted 5 – 0 to approve Tax Supplemental #5 in the amount of $754.75 for Georgianna Cote.

A.
Citizen of the Year Plaque and Photo
The Manager reported that several citizens asked if a plaque with the names of the recipients of the Citizen of the Year could be displayed in the Kendall Meeting room, or some other prominent place in the Coombs Building. Their thought is that a photo of the current recipient could also be next to the plaque. 

The Manager stated that he has thought of this from time to time, and he thinks it is a good idea. It’s great to recognize the Citizen of the Year, but it is just once at Celebrate Bowdoinham. This would allow these recipients to be recognized in future years.


By consensus, the Board agreed that this would be a good recognition for the recipients 
of the award.

Town Manager’s Report

The Manager reported that the paving work on Pork Point Road has been mostly completed. Crooker Construction needs to finish up driveway aprons. Then Public Works will add gravel to the shoulders. The extra paving that was authorized for this fall will be done in the spring, as the temperatures are getting too cold to pave now. Crooker has stated that they will hold the price for next spring.

The painting of the steps at the Coombs Municipal Building has most likely stopped for the fall because of temperatures. The only area that is left to paint is the treads on the library entrance.

The Manager stated that in his capacity as Road Commissioner, he turned School Street and Spring Street into a one-way street for November 8th because of the traffic expected with the election. He has done this for the plant sale as well. Chair Lewis stated that he though the one-way traffic made sense. Board member Turgeon asked if the Town could make the one-way traffic pattern permanent. The Manager replied that the Board could choose to do this, but should hear from residents that it would effect. Lewis and Turgeon requested this discussion be on the next agenda.

Board member Turgeon asked about an email communication from resident Kathy Durgin-Leighton. Chair Lewis stated that he and the Manager had discussed the email and its contents. 

The Manager stated that the email essentially comes down to concerns about code enforcement issues. The staff had met with the Select Board two or three years ago and described the code enforcement process for land use ordinance violations because the staff wanted direction on enforcement from the Board. At the time, the Board’s direction was that the code officers should work with landowners to clear up any violations. The Manager suggested that the Board meet again with staff and have the same discussion, because the Board has mostly new members from the earlier discussion. He recommended this discussion be on an agenda in January, after the holidays and after the two newest Board members have had a chance to settle in. The Board agreed.
