A. Act on Appointment of Anne Murphy to the Planning Board
The Manager stated that this appointment and the next two appointments on the agenda were overlooked in June and are appointments of committee members that were either alternates and are filling regular positions or were regular members already.  
On motion of Cluchey/Engler, the Board voted 5 – 0 to appoint Anne Murphy to the Planning Board for a term ending June 30, 2021.

Act on Appointment of Tracy Krueger to the Planning Board  

On motion of Cluchey/Gray, the Board voted 5 – 0 to appoint Tracy Krueger to the Planning Board for a term ending June 30, 2022.

Act on Appointment of Brant Miller to the Comprehensive Planning Committee

On motion of Cluchey/Gray, the Board voted 5 – 0 to appoint Brant Miller to the Comprehensive Planning Committee for a term ending June 30, 2020. 

D.
Act on Appointment of David Lewis as Emergency Management Director
The Manager stated that he currently is the EMA Director as appointed by the Select Board. When he was originally hired as town manager, he asked the Board at the time to appoint David Lewis as EMA Director, but they were concerned about providing a stipend for the position. The Manager stated that he strongly supports appointing Lewis as the EMA Director. He has been the Deputy Director since at least July 2011. He does all of the work and should have the title as well as a stipend which will be in the budget for next fiscal year. It is anticipated that the stipend will be $750.
On motion of Engler/Cluchey, the Board voted 5 – 0 to appoint David Lewis as Emergency Management Director for a term ending June 30, 2018.

E.
Act on Confirmation of Arthur Frizzle as Deputy Emergency Management Director

The Manager appoints this position, and asked the Board for confirmation of the Fire Chief for this position. 

On motion of Walling/Cluchey, the Board voted 5 – 0 to confirm the appointment of Arthur Frizzle as Deputy Emergency Management Director for a term ending June 30, 2018.

Act on Public Hearing Notice for Extension of Retail Marijuana Social Clubs and Retail Marijuana Establishments

The Manager stated that in order to extend the existing moratorium on Retail Marijuana Social Clubs and Retail Marijuana Establishments, the Board must hold a public hearing at your next meeting, and must provide “notice” for said public hearing. This is the notice.

Town Manager’s Report

The Manager stated that Sagadahoc County and the state have met the thresholds necessary for a disaster declaration. The governor will be asked by MEMA this week to forward the request to the federal government.
The Manager stated that the Town received a dividend from MEMIC, its workers’ compensation insurance carrier in the amount of $3,540. As approved at the June town meeting, this will be placed in the Employee Safety Reserve Fund to be used for items and activities related to increasing employee safety. 
The Manager stated that Bryan Benson has been promoted to Solid Waste & Recycling Director. He has worked for the Town at the Recycling Facility for many years and was interviewed for the position by the Manager and Select Board Chair Lewis.
The Manager stated that the winter sand has been delivered for the winter season and mixed with salt. Approximately 1,330 yards were delivered.

The Manager stated that the radar speed sign on Dingley Road has created some reactions and comments on Facebook. To clarify, the sign is on, just not showing a speed or any other information. It is currently in stealth mode, simply collecting data. He will be turning on the display next week and continue to collect data. It also will be moved to other locations on the Dingley Road.
