Call the Meeting to Order & Establish a Quorum

Approve Consent Calendar
A.
Treasurer’s Warrant #34 for $5,000.00
On motion of Turgeon/Cluchey, the Board voted 3 – 0 to approve Treasurer’s Warrant #34 as presented.

Action Items


A.
Act on Property Tax Abatement #10 for Robert Cote in the amount of $56.87

The Manager stated that this abatement for Robert Cote is a result of the two pieces of land that he split off this larger parcel. The Board previously approved supplemental tax bills for the two new pieces, so this abatement is the next step in assessing Mr. Cote’s land with the correct amount of acreage.

On motion of Turgeon/Cluchey, the Board voted 3 – 0 to approve Tax Abatement #10 for Robert Cote as presented.
B. Act on Supplemental Tax Assessment #6 for Frederick Case in the amount of $31,245
The Manager stated that this supplemental is for a tree growth penalty in that Mr. Case is removing 11 acres of property from the Tree Growth Program. The penalty is 20% of the assessed value, which in this case includes water frontage. Mr. Case is aware of the amount of the penalty. 
On motion of Cluchey/Turgeon, the Board voted 3 – 0 to approve Supplemental Tax Assessment #6 in the amount of $31,245 for Frederick Case.

C.
Act on Town of Bowdoinham Moratorium Ordinance Regarding Recreational Marijuana Establishments and Social Clubs
The Manager stated that the Moratorium Ordinance was drafted by the Town’s attorney is response to the Board’s request at their last meeting. In order for this to be discussed and voted on at the special town meeting on December 14th, the ordinance must be approved by the Board.
On motion of Turgeon/Cluchey, the Board voted 3 – 0 to approve the Town of Bowdoinham Moratorium Ordinance Regarding Recreational Marijuana Establishments and Social Clubs.

C. Act on Special Town Meeting Warrant

The Manager stated that the special town meeting warrant calls for a special town meeting on December 14th at 6:00 p.m. at Town Hall. There are four articles: Article 1 is to elect a moderator; Article 2 is to authorize the Board to purchase the property at 121 Pond Road and expend $105,000 from undesignated fund balance for that purpose; Article 3 is to authorize the Board to spend $65,000 from undesignated fund balance for engineering and design work for a new Public Works Facility; and Article 4 is to adopt the Moratorium Ordinance on Recreational Marijuana.  


On motion of Turgeon/Cluchey, the Board voted 3 – 0 to approve the Special Town Meeting Warrant for December 14th as presented.
