A regular meeting of the Bowdoinham, Maine Planning Board was held at the John C. Coombs Municipal Building, 13 School Street, Bowdoinham, Maine in the Kendall Room on Thursday, March 22, 2018.

CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Drummond called the meeting to order at 6:33 p.m.  Usually the meeting begins at 7:00 p.m., but this meeting was scheduled to begin at 6:30 p.m. for a Public Hearing prior to the regular meeting.

CONSIDERATION OF THE MEETING MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 22, 2018 


Motion was made by Mr. Shippen, seconded by Ms. Krueger, and it was

To approve the minutes of the February 22, 2018 meeting as corrected.  (Correction:  Pg. 3, change “Clukey” to “Cluchey”.  Pg. 4, change “Ackes” to “Acker.”

Chairman Drummond closed the regular meeting and opened the Public Hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING
Proposed Amendments to Land Use Ordinance - Recreational Marijuana Establishments & Social Clubs
Their being no one present who wished to comment, the Public Hearing was declared closed and the regular meeting was reopened.  The Board was in agreement to forward the draft of the proposed ordinance to the Board of Selectmen with request that it be placed the Warrant for the upcoming Town Meeting.

SETBACK DETERMINATION – RUTH F. GUILLARD IS REQUESTING TO REPAIR AN EXISTING SINGLE-FAMILY DWELLING AT 36 MAIN STREET, IDENTIFIED BY PROPERTY MAP U01, LOT 087 BY POURING A NEW FOUNDATION TO REPLACE A FAILING FOUNDATION AND TO RESTORE THE BUILDING TO ITS ORIGINAL STATE

David Stimpson represented Ruth Guillard.  Mr. Stimpson said he is Ms. Guillard’s son and resides in Boothbay Harbor.  He explained that Ms. Guillard wants to restore the house at 36 Main Street back to how it was originally built around 1815, as much as possible. He said the property does not have the required 20-foot setback, therefore making it a non-conforming building.  The applicant would like to have the house picked up and pour a new foundation under it.  Plans are to also add a sunroom and small deck which will be added to comply with ordinance requirements and does not have to come before the Board.

During discussion, it was noted that a sketch plan was included in the Board package showing the layout of the lot and where the house sits. The ordinance setback requirements were reviewed by the Board.  It was noted that the side setback is also not met. To bring the building into compliance, it would have to sit back another 7 feet.  This cannot be done as it would be too near the leach field and would make it difficult for equipment to be able to replace the leach field if ever necessary.  Also, the land drops off to a slope.  The Board was in agreement that the house has been sitting where it is for a long period of time and should be left at its current location and it would be best if the house was lifted, foundation poured and the house placed back where it currently sits.  The house is served with public water so water will not be an issue. 

An abutter to the property, Troy Tankersley, was present at the meeting and asked to be recognized.  Mr. Tankersley said he is a neighbor and has no objection to the project. 

Motion was made by Mr. Shippen, seconded by Ms. Krueger, and it was unanimously


VOTED

To allow the applicant to continue the location of the existing home and replace the foundation of the house as it sits right now, as that is the greatest practical location for that foundation to sit.

SITE PLAN REVIEW TIER III APPLICATION – APPLICANT IS THE TOWN OF BOWDOINHAM, REQUESTING TO BUILD A NEW PUBLIC WORKS FACILITY ON THE POND ROAD, IDENTIFIED BY MAP R02, LOT 062


Rob Prue, from Pine Tree Engineering, submitted 11 copies of the updated revised plans, incorporating comments the Board made at the prior meeting on this project.  Board members reviewed the plans as they went through each item on the Submission Checklist.  A couple of items were noted to be addressed.  Under A, 2, General Information, (j) Evidence of the applicant’s financial capacity to complete the project – funding will need to be approved at the upcoming Town Meeting.  Under A,  3, (b) The bearings and length of all property lines of the property to be developed and the source of this information – A copy of the survey done by Brian Smith in 1992, signed and sealed, needs to be included on file.

The Board also did a review of the Performance Standards.  No issues came to light.  


The Board agreed to schedule another Public Hearing for April 12, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. and anticipate that the application will be found complete before that hearing.  


Board member Shippen commended Mr. Prue for submitting a complete package for the Board’s review, and said it was extremely helpful for the Board to work with.
