SITE PLAN REVIEW, TIER II APPLICATION – SUSAN HILL IS REQUESTING TO CONVERT AN EXISTING GARAGE INTO AN ICE CREAM EXTERY/WIFI CAFÉ (PUBLIC HEARING SCHEDULED FOR 7:30 P.M.)
It was noted that the Planner forwarded a memo to the applicant dated May 30, 2018 (filed with these minutes) listing items the Board requested from the applicant in order to find the site plan review application complete.  In addition to the items requested by the Board, the following paragraph of explanation was included in the memo:  “The Planning Board is planning on holding the public hearing for this application on June 28th; the meeting will start at 7:00 p.m. with the public hearing at 7:30 p.m., after they find the application complete.  I need to do the noticing for the public hearing by June 13th.  If you will not have all the requested information, please let me know by June 13th and I will not schedule the public hearing, as the noticing for public hearings typically cost around $100.”
At 7:30 p.m. the scheduled public hearing could not be opened as the applicant did not provide the required information in order for the Board to deem the application complete.  The applicant was not present at the meeting.  A public hearing cannot be held on an application that has not been found complete.  

During discussion, the Board agreed that the application could be heard at the July meeting and found complete if the requested information was provided.  A public hearing could then be scheduled to occur at the August meeting of the Board.
