SUBDIVISION AMENDMENT
Applicant: Doug Tourtelotte

Property: Riverview Estates Subdivision (Map R09, Lots 023-001 to 023-010) 

Project Description: Review of By-Laws of Homeowners Association, Protective Covenants, Restrictions and Reservations and phased infrastructure plan. 

Doug Tourtelotte has purchased the Riverview Estates Subdivision and is looking to have the Board review the amended By-Laws of the Homeowners Association, protective Covenants, Restrictions, and Reservations. Original plans for this project were filed previously with the Registry of Deeds but were never approved by the Planning Board.   The previous Planning Board indicated that as a condition of approval they wanted to review and approve the homeowner documents and restrictions. An original concern of the Board was the length of the road and whether there would be adequate water source in the case of a fire event. Mr. Tourtelotte indicated that he had rebuilt the road to accommodate the first four lots and he has installed a cistern for the water supply necessary for those four lots. Also discussed was the need for a turn around space. Mr. Tourtelotte confirmed that he did make a turn around space at the end of the road, located near the cistern. Mr. Tourtelotte also stated that he would only be developing the first four lots, at this time, and that another buyer would be purchasing the back four lots and the open space, to be developed at a later date.  Planning and Development Director Briand explained to the Board that building permits cannot be issued until all required infrastructure is in place. Due to the back lots not being developed at this time, she also wanted the Board’s approval of a phased approach for this subdivision. Briand clarified that the Board would need to review the homeowner’s documents. She also clarified with Mr. Tourtelotte that he would not be making any changes to the conditions of approval.

That lots two through five may receive building permits so long as the infrastructure, including a turn around, is in place and that lots six through nine will require additional infrastructure to be built to accommodate those lots before building permits can be issued.

OTHER BUSINESS

The Board held a discussion regarding medical marijuana operations. Briand informed the Board of the new state rule that allows municipalities the ability to regulate medical marijuana in their towns.  Ms. Briand’s recommendation to the Board would be that medical marijuana, including cultivation, be regulated in the same manner as retail marijuana.  Ms. Briand stated that definitions will need to be added to the land use ordinance for medical marijuana operations and in addition the Board will need to look at the table of uses, and the level of permitting as well. Other issues discussed were whether caregivers would need a permit or continue to be classified as home based businesses, and also whether a differentiation would need to be noted between registered and unregistered caregivers. The Board also discussed tier one and tier two processors, what the impact of a change in the ordinance would be for the existing medical marijuana growers, and what the timeline would be for the public hearing surrounding this referendum.   Ms. Briand stated that she would work on the language and definitions for the updated ordinance.
