A regular meeting of the Bowdoinham, Maine Planning Board was held at the John C. Coombs Municipal Building, 13 School Street, Bowdoinham, Maine in the Kendall Room on Thursday, August 23, 2018.

CALL TO ORDER 
Tracy Krueger called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

DETERMINE QUORUM AND VOTING MEMBERS

CONSIDERATION OF THE MEETING MINUTES OF AUGUST 2, 2018
Motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Ms. Avilés and it was 


VOTED


To approve the minutes of the August 2, 2018 meeting, as amended.  (Amendments included:  Pg.1, 2nd line of last paragraph – take out “and approve.” Pg. 2, under first VOTED, change to:  “To review the bylaws as presented.” (The vote was 4 in favor with one abstention [Ms. Avilés].)

SETBACK DETERMINATION – SHORELINE ZONE – BARTLETT FLANAGAN HAS SUBMITTED AN APPLICATION FOR A BUILDING PERMIT TO RENNOVATE AND EXPAND AN EXISTING DWELLING LOCATED 25 FEET FROM THE SHORELINE AT 56 MERRY-MEETING WAY, TAX MAP R09, LOT 405


Mr. Flanagan reviewed what he would like to do before the Board.  He said he purchased two camps and would like to renovate the one closest to the water by a 30% increase. The camp is non-conforming as it is 25 feet back from the water.  He is proposing to remove an existing deck, construct two additions and 
expand the loft to a full second floor.  The camp is located in the limited residential zone.  It is served by a private driveway. 

The Board reviewed a set of plans submitted with the application, along with several photographs of the camp.  A survey was included.  In order for the camp to be conforming, it would have to be moved back 75 feet.  The planned addition is on the side of the camp facing away from the water.  The plans show where the septic system will be placed at the far side of the driveway.  The camp is setting on a full poured foundation and is in good condition.  The applicant said the septic system is being designed for twice the size of the camp.

Mr. Flanagan said the plan shows a flat roof which he had to use in order to keep within the 20 foot height limit. The roof will have a slight pitch. No trees will need to be cut down when the addition is added as the area is clear of trees.  There is one Oak tree on the lot which the applicant said he will have to take down as it has been dead for some time.  

During discussion the Board was in agreement that if the camp would be moved back, several trees and growth area would have to be cut down.  Also, it was noted that the scope of disturbance would be much more if the applicant were requested to move the camp back.  


Following discussion, motion was made by Mr. Drummond, seconded by Ms. Krueger, and it was unanimously


VOTED

Given that the proposed development meets the necessary restrictions on height and expansion for septage, and given the Board’s finding that relocation of the house beyond the setback would substantially disturb the site, and that the existing foundation is in good shape, the proposed development is approved at its current location.

OTHER BUSINESS

Discuss Medical Marijuana Operations


The Planner said the State’s website is not integrated fully, so the definitions will need to be looked at again.  Currently they will be listed as “Medical Marijuana Establishment – including:  registered caregivers, caregiver retail stores, dispensaries, testing facilities and manufacturing facilities as defined by the State of Maine.”

A building permit from the Code enforcement Officer is required.
(2)
A land use permit from the Code Enforcement Officer is required.

(3)
A permit for an accessory structure or use shall be given by the same permitting authority who issued the permit for the original use/structure, if a permit was required.

(4)
A Home Based Business is allowed if it meets the Performance Standard in Article 4, section D.  If the Performance Standard in Article 4, Section D is not met, then Tie 1 Site Plan Review Permit shall 

be required from the Code Enforcement Officer.  All home based businesses must register their business name with the Town Clerk. 

(5)
A Tier 1 Site Plan Review Permit shall be required from the Code Enforcement Officer.

(6)
An unregistered caregiver may be considered a home based business, if it meets the Performance Standards in Article 4, Section E.  If the Performance Standards are not met, then Tier 1 Site Plan Review Permit shall be required from the Code Enforcement Officer. 

Following discussion all agreed, under “Medical Marijuana Caregiver (Unregistered)” to replace SPR(6) with “A” for all three districts, and to eliminate Footnote 6.
No changes were made on ARTICLE 10:  SITE PLAN REVIEW – E Use-Specific Performance Standards, as presented.

The Planner will wait to receive the State’s definitions and then the Board could schedule a Public Hearing on the amendments.  The Board considered when would be the best time to schedule a public hearing.  Question was asked if a Special Town Meeting should be held or wait until June. Concern was that there is a small attendance at Special Town Meetings.  Suggestion was make to present the amendments in November on a special ballot form.  Information could be put in the Newsletter and discuss on line and hold a Public Hearing.  For the November ballot form, the public hearing would have to be held in September.  There would not be enough time to hold it in October as the absentee ballots come out early.  

The Board agreed to schedule a Public Hearing on the proposed ordinance changes in September.  The Planner will meet with the Board of Selectmen and see if they want to meet to discuss changes in October.
