A regular meeting of the Bowdoinham, Maine Planning Board was held at the John C. Coombs Municipal Building, 13 School Street, Bowdoinham, Maine in the Kendall Room on Thursday, September 27, 2018.

CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Drummond called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

DETERMINE QUORUM AND VOTING MEMBERS

PUBLIC HEARING


PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO LAND USE ORDINANCE TO REGULATE MEDICAL MARIJUANA ESTABLISHMENTS


Because there was no one from the public present in the meeting room at 7:00 p.m., the Board agreed to discuss the next thing on the agenda and to call the Public Hearing to order when members of the public arrived.

PRE-APPLICATION MEETING – TODD ROUGHGARDEN IS ASKING TO DISCUSS THE SUBDIVISION’S CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL AT RIVERVIEW ESTATES SUBDIVISION, MAP R09, LOTS 023-001 TO 023-010

Todd Roughgarden, Bay Road Cedar Lane, spoke from the podium telling the Board he purchased 20 acres of land in the rear of the Riverview Estates Subdivision.  However, his land is not a part of the actual subdivision.   The subdivision was approved in two phases and a required turn around at the end has not yet been created.  Also the fire systems have not been approved by the fire chief.  


Mr. Roughgarden would like to sell two parcels but can’t because the subdivision plans have not yet been signed by the Planning Board.  He expressed concern about land that was designated as green space in the back of the subdivision.  He has questions regarding the tree growth agreement and would like to dissipate it from the subdivision, but he does not own the subdivision.  He told the Board he has no interest in developing the back lot, 
other than selling two of the lots.  As the Planning Board is still waiting for an updated plan to sign for the subdivision and approval for the fire systems from the fire chief, Mr. Roughgarden cannot sell his two lots. 



The Board was in agreement that they cannot simply undo what a previous Planning Board had done and suggested Mr. Roughgarden talk with the owner of the subdivision and come back before the Planning Board with an application showing the road changes for Phase two and showing the acreage of the land outside of the subdivision that he owns. 

Chairman Drummond requested that the minutes be retrieved from the former Planning Board meeting to be able to have a clearer understanding when reviewing Mr. Roughgarden’s application.  He explained that to change Conditions of Approval of the subdivision, there would have to be a subdivision amendment submitted by the subdivision owner. Mr. Roughgarden said he understood but wanted to have a conversation with the Board before submitting his application. 


Planner Briand noted that the deadline to submit an application for consideration at the October Planning Board meeting is the first Thursday of the month (October 4th).  She agreed to discuss the situation with the Town Attorney to determine if both parties need to submit the application.

PUBLIC HEARING


PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO LAND USE ORDINANCE TO REGULATE MEDICAL MARIJUANA ESTABLISHMENTS


At this point in the meeting, after 8:00 p.m., it was noted there were no members of the public present, so the Public Hearing, which had been duly advertised, was not held. 


The Board was in agreement that there was no need to rush to hold a special Town Meeting with the lack of public interest shown.  The proposed amendments will therefore go before the regular June Town Meeting.
