On Thursday, September 24, 2020, a meeting of the Bowdoinham, Maine Planning Board was held via Zoom media with everyone participating from their residences due to the Covid-19 pandemic.  

1.	CALL TO ORDER 

	Chairman Drummond called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.  

2.	DETERMINE QUORUM AND VOTING MEMBERS

	It was determined that a quorum was present.

3.	APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES FROM THE AUGUST 27, 2020 MEETING

	Motion was made by Tracy Krueger, seconded by Mark Favreau, to approve the minutes of the August 27, 2020 minutes as amended.  

	Vote was called and the motion was unanimously passed.

PUBLIC HEARING

4.	SITE PLAN REVIEW – TIER 2 APPLICATION – APPLICANT WILLIAM PANZINO AND NANCY SOULE, 91 CARDING MACHINE ROAD, ARE PROPOSING TO DEVELOP A CAR LOT FOR THE PURPOSE OF RECYCLING VEHICLES.  THIS PROPOSAL IS ONLY FOR THE TEMPORARY STORAGE OF VEHICLES; IT IS NOT FOR A PERMANENT VEHICLE GRAVEYARD 

	Chairman Drummond read aloud the agenda item.  He noted there was a letter in file from Attorney John Bannon dated September 22, 2020.  Attorney Bannon is representing one of the abutters, Sharon Kegerreis.  The letter reflects that the application being reviewed is not the full application that the Board found complete.  Chairman Drummond said a discussion was held with the Town Attorney and she advised to proceed with the Public Hearing this evening.  

	The Public Hearing will remain open into the Planning Board meeting next month to give members of the public more time to fully comment on information provided at this meeting.  Chairman Drummond said the proposed changes were minor and that members of the public that have shown the most interest were present at the site walk.  

	The Public Hearing was declared open.  

	A new location for the automobile storage lot was shown on a sketch which depicted where the driveway into the lot is located, the mobile home, garage and where the septic system is located.  The natural waterway was also shown on the sketch, listing a distance of 420 feet from the waterway to the proposed automobile storage lot.  80 feet is shown between the storage lot and the edge of the cemetery. A 12 foot right of way is shown which is owned by Richard Gallagher.

	At this point, members of the public wishing to speak were asked to do so.  Speakers included:

	David Asmussen, 767 Carding Machine Road – Mr. A said he runs a vegetable farm.  He said there have only been two rain events all summer lot.  His water to irrigate comes from a 660 foot drilled well on his property.  He said there needs to be more protection of the waters shed for once water is contaminated it does not clear itself up.  Mr. A said his property is on the southern said of the proposed lot.  His well is located near to his house.  

	Sharon Kegerreis – Said she is going to reserve her comments until the next meeting of the Board in October when she has had a chance to review the amended application.

	With no one else wishing to speak, Chairman Drummond said the Public Hearing would remain open in case someone else joins the meeting in progress and may want to speak.

	Chairman Drummond asked the applicant if he has been in contact with the State regarding his Automobile Recycling License.  Mr. Panzino responded he has the application from the State but has had no communication with them at this point.  Chairman Drummond said he would be interested in hearing what the State has to say about the cemetery issue and also what will be required regarding the possible leakage or fluid removal from the vehicles.  Mrs. Panzino responded that she has said numerous times that there will be no fluid removal at the site. It was noted that if the State requires certain safety regulations regarding fluid removal or spills, the applicant would have to come back before the Board. Mr. Panzino responded that his operation will be no different than if any citizen changes his tires on their own vehicle.   Mr. Schlawin asked the applicant to describe how he would dismantle a vehicle.  Mr. Panzino said  he will remove the battery, rims, and catallactic converter.  Mr. Schlawin said he is confused with the fluid removal.  Mr. Panzino responded that he needs the license from the State because he is bringing more than 3 to 5 vehicles on the lot.  He said all we do is remove a few parts and haul the cars away.  Mr. Favreau said he believes if you are removing any parts from vehicles the fluid has to be removed first.  If so, you will have to come back before this Board.


	Mr. Wood said he also is concerned that the applicant may have to come back before the Board as a permit would have to be given from the Selectboard, who would require the fluids to be drained. Planner Briand responded that the Selectboard does have to issue a license, but she has not been involved with that permitting process.  Ms. Krueger spoke saying we as the Planning Board do not get to make a ruling and it has been made quite clear what the process is.  If the applicant wants to go forward, we should hear their case.  Chairman Drummond said the Standards can be reviewed and the applicant can explore with the Planner to get more information.  The cemetery might also be looked at by the Selectboard. 

	The Performance Standards were reviewed. 

	There are no issues regarding the vehicle access.  The driveway where the applicant will be unloading the vehicles was viewed during the site walk.  The applicant just needs to be certain there will always be ample room for emergency vehicles to pass.  Concern was expressed regarding a big maple tree in the way.  Mr. Panzino responded that the tree will be taken down. He also agreed that no parking will be allowed in the emergency road and there will be no parking on the Carding Machine Road.  

	No concerns were expressed regarding pedestrians.  The Fire Department will need to respond that they have no issues with Municipal Services.  The backlot is not visible from the road so there will be no visual impact.  The working space can be seen but is not an issue.  Regarding lighting, the applicant said there will be no lighting on the garage.  He said he will not be working at night and there will never be any head lights toward the woods.  

	Mr. Panzino said he will have a sign at his business if the State requires one.  The sign will need to conform to the Sign Ordinance of the Town of Bowdoinham.  Buildings are not a concern as there will be no new structures. Regarding buffering, the applicant will add some if the State requires it, but as all the work will be done in the garage, he doesn’t think he needs to add anything.  He said the State looked at the property and said it was fine as is.  Trees on the property at of Pine, Oak and Ash.  The visual impact will be greater in the winter than in the summer.  Chairman Drummond asked the applicant to show the trees on the plan.  He suggested Mr. Panzino consider some sort of screen fending if there will be more open areas from the road. 

	The Board agreed there is no issue with utilities, water supply or fire protection.  There is a letter of acceptance from the Fire Chief but the Planner will follow up with the Fire Chief to be sure he is aware of the garage being used.  There are also no issues with right, title and interest or with financial capacity.  No issues with wetland.  There appears to be no issues with Historical/Archeological as the garage is 80-feet away from the cemetery (unless the State 


	Statutes differ).  There are no issues with groundwater, wildlife habitat or environmental impact.

	There was a lengthy discussion on Hazardous Materials, Air Quality and Sedimentation Control.  The Board told the applicant that they need to see more details on the plan to ensure that there will be no leaks from the vehicles stored on the property.  The applicant said vehicle length drip pans will be placed under the cars to catch any drips.  The Board asked for more of an adsorbing material under the drip pans. Suggestion was made that the applicant enter into a contract with a disposal company that could respond quickly in the event of a spill.  Mrs. Panzino said there will be a mat on the garage floor and also under where the cars are stored on which the drip pans will be placed that will take care of any spills.  The Board asked that this be added to the sketch.  

	Concern was expressed that the catallactic converters stored in the box trailer contain heavy metals.  Question was asked if the box was watertight.  Applicant responded that it was.  This needs to be shown on the application as Item #23.  Idea was thrown out that Best Management Practices would make sense to have a berm that would isolate the area.  Water Quality poses no issues.  Mr. Favreau asked if we need more than the matting and drip pans to be sure there is no contamination.  The Planner said she would get for information on licensing and permitting from the body that issues them.  

	Regarding noise, the hours of operation will be from 11:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Question was asked what tools the applicant would be using.  He responded a saws-all, wire cutters and rachet.   

	Following discussion, the Board listed their concerns for the Applicant’s consideration:

1. All work will occur inside the garage.
2. Need to draw the existing trees and their location on the plan.
3. Add measurements of care size drip trays and matt on the application dimensions.
4. The shop has a concrete floor covered with an absorbent map where work will be done.
5. Include a picture of the proposed drip pan that will go under the cars.
6. Copy of agreement with appropriate company to come clean up any accidents of spills.
7. Show more details on plan of the proposed new lot, right of way and setback dimensions.
8. Note if you will add any fill or gravel on the lot and show where it will be placed.
9. Show where catallactic converts will be shorted in water tight container

It was noted that the Public Hearing will be continued to the next Planning Board Meeting which is scheduled for October 22, 2020 to begin at 7:00 p.m.  The information requested must be in the Planning Office on or before October 12, 2020.
