Guides growth, protects town
character, and supports grant
applications.
Adopted in 2024, we're now working
on its goals—starting with an Open
Space Plan to preserve public areas.

What does our Tree Sub-Committee do?
Charged with drafting a Tree Care
policy with recommendations for
municipal tree maintenance,
including pest control, removal, and
replacement for Selectboard
approval.
Provides public education through
seminars and informational materials
in collaboration with forestry
experts.
