Turn left onto School St and right onto Main St.  

At the stop light turn left onto River Rd.  

Turn right onto Browns Point Rd. 

Turn left onto Pork Point Rd.

On the righthand side, just past 304 Pork Point Rd (a white farm with a red roof that will be on 
your left), there is a small parking area.  

The location is marked by a yellow gate; you may park here and continue on foot! If the lot is full 
please park safely on the side of the road.
